Re: Construction Education Task Force - Request for FY 07/08 Grant Funding

The Construction Education Task Force is a corroborative group comprised of private industry, construction
trades, education, and government organizations that recognize the tenuous stability ol future workforce levels and
the existing lack of mnonity participation within the construction industry, Many factors are attributed to the cur-
rent and future demise including lack ol appropriate local educational curriculum for vocational interest, aging
trade’s workforce, drug use, etc.

The Construction Education Task Force has and will continue to focus on the educational deficiencies which at-
tribute to a less than inclusive and depleted construction trades workforce. The Task Force Mission Statement
alfinms this goal by stating “mission of the partnership is to develop and support educational programs that engage
students to develop career interests and skills related to the construction industry, building maintenance, and pro-

ject management. These programs will bring underrepresented populations into the construction worklorce”. The
Task Force is at a critical juncture in the attempt to bring the Mission Statement to fruition:

v" The Construction industry anticipates that it will loose approximately 30% of its workforce in the next ten
years. The anticipated economic growth in Champaign County over the next five years combined with a
dwindling workforce will result in a stressed local construction trades workforce. This may lead to a re-
duction in the workforce and most surely will precipitate firms to employ skilled trades from outside
Champaign County.

v The Task Force will submit a grant application to the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity (DCEO) - Employment Opportunities Grant Program (EOGP) as an initial funding source
for the educational program. The Task Force goal, pending successful award ol DCEO grant, is for pro-
gram implementation in Fall 08.

v The Task Force grant application will include the successful tenets of the Peoria Educational Region for
Employment and Career Training Program (P.E.R.F.E.C.T.} insiituted in Peorna, Illinois. "This program
received a two vear grant from DCEQO and 1s in the first year of operation.
