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Hynes issues “sobering” report on
state finances

State government is unprepared for an
economic downturn that may already be under-
way because if has failed to address numerous
long-standing budgetary issues, Comptrolier
Dan Mynes warned in a special report released
to the General Assembly.

The report represents a “fiscal state of the
state” for legistators and state policy makers to
consider as they begin the process of enacting a new budget for Fiscal 2009,
The analysis states that Hlincis General Funds revenues from FY03 through
FYQ7 increased nearly $5.5 billion, or 5.5 percent per year, driven by a 24 per-
cent growth in income and sales taxes. If current year govermnment projections
hold, revenue growth will be over $6 billion. And yet, even with the large
growth in spending, key areas were not addressed, according to the report:

The state’s budget has remained consistently out of balance. The deficit was
$4.16 biflion at the end of FY03. At the end of FYOT7, it was nearly $3.6 billion.
The state continues to abuse the loophole that aliows Medicaid and other
heatth care bills (Section 25 hiabiities) to be paid from the following year's
appropriations, which in turn contributes to persistent structural deficits, pay-
ment delays io state vendors and limited access to guality healthcare. Section
25 liabilites were over $1.8 billion in FY03, and had increased 1o nearly $3.4
billicn at the end of FYD7, based on preliminary unaudited estimates.

The state's five retirement systems remain among the most poorly funded in
the country. Even with the infusion of the $10 billion pension funding bond
proceeds in 2003, the funding ratio remains in the mid sixties, weil below the
75 percent level reached prior to the last recession. Meanwhite, pension lia-
bilities of the system continue to grow, and nothing has been done to address
a growing liability for retiree health insurance benefits that was estimated to
be $43 to $53 billion in & 2006 repont by the Civic Committee of the Commer-
cial Club of Chicago.

Although education has received significant funding increases, investment in
education is still below recommended levels and the state's education finance
system remains unchanged, resulting in continuing funding disparities in
school districts across the state. Higher education will actually receive less in
FY08 that it did in FY03.

In the justice system, one intervention reunites families, saves lives, and restores communities. Over a decade of
research has proven that drug courts reduce crime. drug courts save money, and drug courts restore communities. In
February 2005, the Government Accountability Office (GAO) issued a report (GAO-05-219) to the Congress confirming
that drug courts effectively reduce recidivism. Last year alone, 20,000 individuals graduated from drug courts and more
than 850 children were born drug-free to drug court clients,

Most importantly, drug courts are one of the most powerful tools we have in addressing the methamphetamine epidemic
that is damaging our communities. Law enforcement and manufacturing restrictions have had a pesitive impact on our
ability to deal with this epidemic, but a critical part of our strategy must involve the treatment of the tens of thousands of
addicted individuals who enter our court systems. Across the country, drug courts have shown great success with the
methamphetamine-addicted population. In June 2005, the Department of Justice released a report confirming this claim:
it emphasized that drug courts are a critical part of our strategy to combat methamphetamine.

As you know, the Drug Court Discretionary Grant Program suffered a 75% cut in fiscal year 2006 from the previous
year's appropriation. Last year, your teadership was instrumental in providing the first increase in funding since the
devastating cut in FY 2006. Unfortunately, the Drug Court Discretionary Grant Program was again zeroed out in the
President’s budget proposal for fiscal vear 2009. We are asking for your support to restore the funding o $40 million for
this critical program in the FY 2009 CJS Appropriations bill.

If the Discretionary Grant Program is not funded., the National Association of Drug Court Professionals estimates that
mote than 160,000 individuals will not receive drug court treatment and the progress made against the rising tide of
methamphetamine abuse and addiction will face a staggering halt. Drug courts are often the first and only alternative to
incarceration that most drug users have to become healthy and productive members of society. That is why it is vital to
fully fund the Drug Court Discretionary Grant Program.

Last year alone, 20,000 individuals graduated from drug courts and more
than 850 children were born drug-free to dmg court clients.

Additionally, drug courts are a powerful tool in addressing the methamphetamine epidemic.
Law enforcement and manufacturing restrictions have had a positive impact on our ability to
deal with this epidemic, but a critical part of our strategy must involve the treatment of the
tens of thousands of addicted individuals who enter our court systems.

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ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the public approval of the issuance of
certain Collateralized Single Family Mortgage Revenue Bonds and
certain documents in connection therewith; and related matters.

WHEREAS, The County of Champaign, lllinois, is a political subdivision duly organized
and validly existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Hlinois (the "Counry ")
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Constitution and the laws of the State of Illinois, and
particularly 50 /llinois Compiled Statutes 2006, 465/1 et seq., as supplemented and amended (the
“Act”), the County is authorized to issue its revenue bonds in order to aid in providing an
adequate supply of safe, decent and sanitary residential housing for low and moderate income
persons and families within the County, which such persons and families can afford, which
constitutes a valid public purpose for the issuance of revenue bonds by the County; and

WHEREAS, the County has now determined that it is necessary, desirable and in the public
interest to issue revenue bonds to provide an adequate supply of safe, decent and sanitary
residential housing for low and moderate income persons and families within the County, which
such persons and families can afford; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 10 of Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of
Illinois and the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 [Hinois Compiled Statutes 2006, 220/1 et
seq., as supplemented and amended), public agencies may exercise and enjoy with any other
public agency in the State of 1llinois any power, privilege or authority which may be exercised by
such public agency individually, and pursuant to the Act, one or more public agencies (whether
or not any of them are home rule units) may join together or cooperate with one another in the
exercise, either jointly or otherwise, of any one or more of the powers conferred by the Act or
other enabling acts or powers pursuant to a written agreement, and, accordingly, the County has

previously entered into an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement (the “Cooperation
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Agreement”) dated as of April 1, 2005, by and among the County and certain other units of Jocal
government named therein (the "Units ™), as from time to time supplemented and amended. to
provide for the joint issuance of such revenue bonds to aid in providing an adequate supply of
residential housing in such Units (the “Program™); and

WHEREAS, to provide for the Program, the City of Aurora, Kane, DuPage, Will and
Kendall Counties, lllinois (the “Issuer’), proposes to issue, sell and deliver its Collateralized
Single Family Mortgage Revenue Bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed
$600,000,000 (the “Bonds”} in one or more series to obtain funds to finance the acquisition of
mortgage-backed securities (the "GNMA Securities”) of the Government National Mortgage
Association ( "GNMA 7}, evidencing a guarantee by GNMA of timely payment, the acquisition of
mortgage-backed securities (the "FNMA Securities”) of the Federal National Mortgage
Association ("FNMA"), evidencing a guarantee by FNMA of timely payment, and the
acquisition of mortgage-backed securities (the “FHLMC Securities ) of the Federal Home Loan
Mortgage Corporation (“"FHLMC"), evidencing a guarantee by FHLMC of timely payment, of
monthly principal of and interest on certain qualified mortgage loans under the Program (the
“Mortgage Loans™), on behalf of the County and the other Units all under and in accordance
with the Constitution and the laws of the State of 1llinois; and

WHEREAS, a notice of combined public hearing with respect to the plan of finance of the
costs of the Program through the issuance of the Bonds has been published in The News-Gazette,
a newspaper of general circulation in the County, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code”), on October 22, 2007, and appropriately
designated hearing officers of the City of Aurora, Kane, DuPage, Will and Kendall Counties,

Illinois, the City of Belleville, St. Clair County, Iilinois, the City of Champaign, Champaign
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County. Hlinois, and the City of East Moline, Rock Island County, illinois, have conducted said
combined public hearing on November 13, 2007.

NOWw, THEREFORE, Be It Ordained by the County Board of The County of Champaign.
Hlinois, as follows:

Section 1. That it is the tinding and declaration of the County Board of the County that
the issuance of the Bonds by the Issuer is advantageous to the County, as set forth in the
preamble to this authorizing ordinance, and therefore serves a valid public purpose; that this
authorizing ordinance is adopted pursuant to the Constitution and the laws of the State of Iliinois,
and more particularly the Act, Section 10 of Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of
Illinois and the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act; that the determination and definition of

“maximum home value,” “minimum home value,” “persons of low and moderate income” and
the other standards required by the Act are set forth in the origination and servicing agreement
referred to in the Cooperation Agreement; and that, by the adoption of this authorizing ordinance,
the County Board of the County hereby approves the issuance of the Bonds for the purposes as
provided in the preamble hereto, the text hereof and the notice of public hearing referred to in the
preamble hereto, which notice is hereby incorporated herein by reference, and the conduct of the
combined public hearing referred to in the preamble hereto, which public approval shall satisfy
the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code.

Section 2. That the form, terms and provisions of the Cooperation Agreement be, and
they are hereby, in all respects affirmed.

Section 3. That the County Board Chairperson, the County Clerk and the proper
officers, officials, agents and employees of the County are hereby authorized, empowered and

directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such documents and certificates as may

be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Cooperation Agreement and to

3
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further the purposes and intent of this authorizing ordinance, including the preamble to this
authorizing ordinance.

Section 4. That all acts of the officers, officials, agents and employees of the County
heretofore or hereafter taken, which are in conformity with the purposes and intent of this
authorizing ordinance and in furtherance of the issuance and sale of the Bonds, be, and the same
hereby are, in all respects, ratified, confirmed and approved, including without limitation the
publication of the notice of public hearing.

Section 5. That the County board Chairperson of the County is hereby authorized to
request unified volume cap from the Office of the Governor of the State of Illinois for the
Program in each of the years of 2008, 2009 and 2010; and the County hereby allocates all unified
volume cap received or to be received by the County from the Office of the Governor of the State
of lllinois for the Program, if any, to the issuance of the Bonds; and that the County, by the
adoption of this authorizing ordinance, hereby represents and certifies that such volume cap has
not been allocated to any other bond issue or transferred back to the Office of the Govemnor or
otherwise.

Section 6. That this authorizing ordinance shall be and remain irrepealable until the
Bonds and the interest thereon shall have been fully paid, cancelled and discharged.

Section 7. That no pledge, agreement, covenant, representation, obligation or
undertaking by the County contained in this authorizing ordinance and no other pledge,
agreement, covenant, representation, obligation or undertaking by the County contained in any
other document executed by the County in connection with the Program or the Bonds shall give
rise to any pecuniary liability of the County or charge against its general credit, or shall obligate
the County financially in any way; that no failure of the County to comply with any term,

condition, covenant, obligation or agreement herein or therein shall subject the County to liability

;i
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for any claim for damages, costs, or other financial or pecuniary charge and no execution of any
claim, demand, cause of action or judgment shall be levied upon or collected from the general
credit, general funds or other property of the County.

Section 8. That the provisions of this authorizing ordinance are hereby declared to be
separable, and if any section, phrase or provision of this authorizing ordinance shall for any
reason be declared to be invalid, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder of
the sections, phrases and provisions of this authorizing ordinance; provided, however, that no
holding of invalidity shall impose any personal liability on any director, member, elected or
appointed officer, official, employee, attorney, or agent of the County.

Whereas, state and federal transportation officials and others project that United States
freight volumes will increase by more than 67 percent over twenty years,

Whereas, the nation’s highways are already stretched to capacity:

Whereas. the efficient movement of passengers and goods is directly related to the
strength of a nation’s economy and its citizens’ quality of life;

Whereas. public policies promoting increased investment in rail infrastructure would
result in increased freight rail hauling capacity:

Whereas, expansion of rail hauling capacity would yield impressive public benefits by
relieving worsening congestion, reducing highway costs, providing a critical
intermodal link to international trade, and improving air quality and fuel efficiency;

Whereas, relatively modest public investments in rail infrastructure would vield an
impressive return on investment in the form of savings to motorists, businesses, and
taxpayers,

Whereas, bi-partisan legislation was recently introduced in Congress that would create
tax incentives to increase investment in freight rail infrastructure;

Whereas, this legislation is the type of proposal that the American Association of State
Highway and Transportation Officials says is needed to accommodate increasing
freight volumes and realize the public benefits that come from shipping more freight
by rail; and

Whereas, Congress is considering proposals that would re-regulate freight railroads and
these proposals would turn back the clock on the successes of deregulation ,
devastating the railroads and freight transportation in this country;

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Economic Reregulation of the Railroad Industry

Under the guise of “improving competition”, bills to impose onerous new economic regulations
on U.S. freight railroads have been introduced in Congress.

These bills (8. 953 and H.R. 2125) would: 1) overturn Surface Transportation Board (STB)
decisions in “bottleneck™ cases, forcing railroads to charge below-market rates for certain hauls;
2) subject rail service disputes to mandatory “final offer arbitration™ at the discretion of shippers,
potentially nullifying regulatory precedents; 3) require railroads to enter into reciprocal
switching arrangements even when no anti-competitive conduct or abuse of market power has
been alleged: 4) ban interchange agreements in sales of rail lines to shortline and regional
railroads; 5) define “areas of inadequate rail competition” (triggering government rate and
service controls) so broadly that all or most of the country would qualify; and 6) order the STB
to issue a new standard for rate reasonableness designed to favor certain shippers.

The principal organization lobbying for this legislation is a coalition of rail customers known as
Consumers United for Rail Equity (CURE). CURE members include the American Public
Power Association; Edison Electric Institute, National Rural Electric Cooperative Association,
American Forest and Paper Association, American Chemistry Council, and Portland Cement
Association, among others.

Congress largely deregulated the freight railroads when it passed the Staggers Rail Act in 1980.
Prior to deregulation, freight railroads struggled to compete with subsidized highway and
waterway traffic in an environment of strict federal price controls and service mandates on rail.
Although railroads still face unfair competition with other subsidized transportation modes, rail
deregulation has been an overwhelming success. According to the American Association of
State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO), rail rates have dropped, service has
improved, and the industry has stabilized since deregulation. '

Public Benefits of Rail

In fact, deregulation has been a huge windfall to businesses and the public. In AASHTO’s
words, “Most of the benefits of railroad reorganization and productivity improvements have
accrued to shippers and the economy in the form of rate cuts, rather than to the railroads and
their investors.” *

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The benefits of rail would be magnified substantially with increased investment. According to
AASHTO, private and public investment that would allows rail to carry just a one percent larger
share of freight tonnage by 2020, “removes 1,035 million tons of freight and 40 billion truck
VMT from the highways, saves shippers $401 billion, saves highway users $633 billion, and
saves $27 billion in highway costs over the 20-year period.” 3

Rail Regulation Would Harm the Public

The public will suffer if a vocal minority of powerful business interests succeeds in convincing
Congress to pass legislation reregulating American freight railroads. Reregulation would amount
to a massive transfer of money from railroads to these favored shippers. By severely reducing
rail revenues it, would force railroads to reduce spending on track and equipment. This would
result in severe cuts to freight rail capacity at a time when increased capacity is sorely needed,
according to AASHTO, the US Department of Transportation, the Congressional Budget Office
(CBO), and others. A January 2006 CBO report determined that if railroads are incapable of
adding new capacity, “the result could be higher costs not only for shippers and consumers but
also for taxpayers, because the demand that the railroads cannot satisfy is most likely to be
handled by trucks and thus require more spending on the construction and maintenance of
highways.” *

The AASHTO report provides an estimate of the massive costs to rail shippers, highway users
and taxpayers if rail infrastructure investment was reduced by just $2 billion per year (a modest
estimate of the impact of reregulation). In this “No Growth” scenario, the freight rail industry
would make only the minimum investment necessary to maintain current volumes. This level of
spending permits railroads only to maintain current traffic volume but all growth in traffic goes
via other modes, principally trucks.

According to AASHTO, this “would shift almost 900 million tons of freight and 31 billion truck
VMT to the highways, costing shippers $326 billion, costing highway users $492 billion (in
travel time, operating, and accident costs), and adding $21 billion to highway costs over the 20-
year period. This $21 billion is a conservative figure that does not include the costs of
improvements to bridges, interchanges, local roads, new roads, or system enhancements. If these
were included, the estimate could double. This scenario illustrates how insufficient investment in
our nation’s freight-rail system could negatively impact highways and the overall transportation
system.” °

Thus, by limiting investments in rail infrastructure, S. 953 and H.R. 2125 would lead to more
truck traffic on overcrowded highways, higher commuter costs, a greater burden on taxpayers for
highway infrastructure repairs, fuel waste and increased air pollution, higher costs for businesses
and consumers, and fewer jobs in the rail industry. Reregulation is not in the public interest.

Freight Rail Infrastructure Capacity Expansion Act
(S. 1125/ H.R. 2116)

The nation is facing a freight mobility crisis. The economy continues to expand, imports are
skyrocketing, and businesses are increasingly relying on just-in-time delivery of goods. Taken
together, these factors result in transportation demand surpassing the capacity of the U.S. freight
system.

The U.S. Department of Transportation, the American Association of State Highway and
Transportation Officials, and others are predicting a nearly 70 percent increase in the amount of
treight traffic. State transportation officials report that the costs of adding enough highway
capacity to meet this demand are prohibitively high. To help solve this problem, railroads should
assume a greater share of the freight transportation responsibility.

Railroads are investing record amounts in their networks, but that will not be enough to take
advantage of railroads’ potential to meet our freight transportation needs. Tax incentives for rail
capacity enhancements would help bridge the funding gap and produce public benefits that
would far exceed the cost of the incentives.

Without incentives, many rail projects that would otherwise improve the ability of our nation’s
farms and businesses will be delayed or not completed at all.

Further, as AASHTO pointed out in its Freight Rail Bottom Line Report, increased use of freight
rail will benefit the public:

o One intermodal train can carry as many as 280 truck trailers and trains hauling other
types of freight can carry the loads of 500 trucks. Moving more freight by rail means less
congested highways.

o Moving more freight by rail means less spending by taxpayers on highway maintenance
and construction.

o Locomotives are three or more times more fuel efficient than trucks. One locomotive can
move one ton of freight over 420 miles on a single gallon of diesel. Also, the
Environmental Protection Agency estimates that for every ton-mile, a locomotive emits
roughly three times less NOx and particulates than a truck. Moving more freight by rail
means less fuel consumption and better air quality.

The Freight Rail Infrastructure Capacity Expansion Act (FRICEA, S. 1125/ H.R. 2116) would
substantially boost investment in new rail capacity by giving a 25 percent tax credit for
investments in new freight rail infrastructure that expands rail capacity. This would give
railroads, shippers, and others incentives to lay “track where no track has gone before.” The bill
would also put railroads on equal footing with trucking companies and barges by allowing
railroads to “expense” their infrastructure spending.
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How FRICEA Works
I. Tax Credit for New Infrastructure Investment

The proposal would provide a 25 percent tax credit for capital expenditures to: (i)
new qualifying freight rail infrastructure property where such property does not
currently exist; and (ii) new qualified locomotive property that increases the
horsepower capacity of a railroad’s fleet.

Examples of new qualifying infrastructure property:

Adding new track to existing right-of-way, such as a second main line;
o Adding or extending new sidings on existing right-of-way;

o Constructing new intermodal or new transload facilities; or

o New technology-based expansion, like adding new high-tech signals.

o

2. Expensing of Capital Expenditures for Freight Rail Infrastructure Property

To place capital cost recovery of railroad infrastructure on the same basis as other
competing freight transportation modes, all freight rail infrastructure capital
expenditures would be eligible for expensing treatment. Expenditures that also
qualify for the infrastructure tax credit would be subject to a 100 percent basis
reduction for credit amounts earned with respect to such property. Expenditures for
locomotives, land acquisition, or railroad rolling stock do not qualify for expensing
treatment.

Qualifying freight rail infrastructure property would include:

o Railroad grading or tunnel bore; tunnels and subways; track, including ties, rails,
ballast and other track material; bridges, trestles, culverts, and other elevated and
submerged structures;

o Terminals, yards, roadway buildings, fuel stations, and railroad wharves and
docks, including fixtures, and equipment used exclusively therein;

o Railroad signal, communication or other operating systems, including components
of such systems that must be installed on locomotives or other rolling stock; or

o Intermodal transfer or transload facilities or terminals, including fixtures and
equipment used exclusively therein.

3. Who Qualifies?
Any person (railroad, rail customer, trucking company investing in intermodal, port
investing in connecting infrastructure, etc.) making expenditures for eligible property
would qualify for the credit and expensing treatment.

4. Effective Dates

The proposal provisions would be effective for property placed in service after
December 31, 2007, and would sunset after December 31, 2012,

Program Plan and Budget
March 10, 2008

The goal of this regional program is to engage nontraditional students (primarily African
American and females), to develop awareness, career interests and skills related to the
construction industry, building maintenance and project management. The program will
help bring underrepresented populations into the construction workforce, help create a
more stable workforce and support economic development in east-central Illinois.
Participants will:

1. Gain exposure to a variety of careers related to the field of construction
2. Obtain hands-on knowledge of the various trades
3. Develop employability skills

To accomplish these goals, students will enroll in a four-week summer program at
Central High School. The class will meet Monday to Friday 4 hours/day total of 80
hours. The class will also meet during the school year four hours/month for a total of 40
hours. In addition, students will be paired with mentors to job shadow 4 hours/month an
additional 40 hours. In return, students will earn one full high school elective credit in
course number 682 “Residential Carpentry” and earn a stipend of $7.50 per hour.
