Status of RB 466 and HB1003 and retaining County jurisdiction on
properties subject to municipal annexation agreement

STATUS: HB 466 was the legislative bill requested by Champaign County and
county municipalities to change the law regarding municipal
annexation agreements. HB1003 was a similar request but for all
Illinois counties. Both bills were recently signed into law and
HB1003 became effective immediately. HB1003 requires that a
county take affirmative action to retain jurisdiction on properties
subject to municipal annexation agreement.

REQUEST: Recommend County Board approval of the attached Resolution that
will retain County jurisdiction on properties subject to municipal
annexation agreement.

BACKGROUND

For the past two years Champaign County has requested that its legislators sponsor legislation
changing the law regarding municipal annexation ageements on properties more than 1.5
miles from the municipal boundary. The Champaign County Board approved Resolution No.
6373 on February 21, 2008. Resolution 6373 resulted in HB25l8that requested a change in
the law by adding Champaign County to a l~t of specific counties in which there are certain
limits on municipal annexation agreements. HB2518 failed to be approved in the Senate.
HB466 was subsequently proposed by Representative Jakobsson and Senator Frerichs in
February 2009 and is identical to HB25 18 and was signed into law on August 10, 2009.

HB 1003 was another bill proposed to change the law regarding municipal annexation
agreements on properties more than 1.5 miles from the municipal boundary RB 1003 applied
to all Illinois counties atil was also co-sponsored by area legislators. HBlOO3was also
signed into law on August 10, 2009, aid it took effect immediately.

The County Board mustpass a Resolution to retain jurisdiction in order to benefit from the
passage ofHBlOO3.

PROPOSED RESOLUTION

In addition to the basic requirements ofHBlOO3 for asserting the retention ofjurisdiction and
providing for requests to waive jurisdiction, the Resolution also includes a requirement for
minimum notice to adjacent landowners. This notice is n~required by State law but is
consistent with the kind of notice that the County currently provides to adjacent landowners
for any rezoning.

HB1003 Enrolled LR3096 03063 RU 13078 b

AN ACT concerning local government.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,
represented in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The Illinois Municipal Code is amended by
changing Section 11-15.1-2.1 as follows:

(65 ILCS 5/11-15.1-2.1) (from Ch. 24, par. 11-15.1-2.1)
Sec. 11-15.1-2.1. Annexation agreement; municipal

jurisdiction.
(a) Except as provided in subsections (b) and (c), property

that is the subject of an annexation agreement adopted under
this Division is subject to the ordinances, control, and
jurisdiction of the annexing municipality in all respects the
same as property that lies within the annexing municipality’s
corporate limits.

(b) This Section shall not apply in (i) a county with a
population of more than 3,000,000, (ii) a county that borders a
county with a population of more than 3,000,000 or (iii) a
county with a population of more than 246,000 according to the
1990 federal census and bordered by the Mississippi River,
unless the parties to the annexation agreement have, at the
time the agreement is signed, ownership or control of all
property that would make the property that is the subject of
the agreement contiguous to the annexing municipality, in which
case the property that is the subject of the annexation
agreement is subject to the ordinances, control, and
jurisdiction of the municipality in all respects the same as
property owned by the municipality that lies within its
corporate limits.

(b-5) The limitations of item (iii) of subsection (b) do
not apply to property that is the subject of an annexation
agreement adopted under this Division within one year after the
effective date of this amendatory Act of the 95th General
Assembly with a coterminous home rule municipality, as of June
1, 2009, that borders the Mississippi River, in a county with a
population in excess of 258,000, according to the 2000 federal
census, if all such agreements entered into by the municipality
pertain to parcels that comprise a contiguous area of not more
than 120 acres in the aggregate.

RESOLUTION TO RETAIN JURSIDICTION ON PROPERTIES SUBJECT TO
MUNICIPAL ANNEXATION AGREEMENTS

WHEREAS, RB 1003 became law on August 10, 2009, and amended the Illinois
Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/1 1-15.1-2.1, to provide that property that is located more than 1.5
miles from the corporate boundaries of the annexing municipality, that property is subject to the
ordinances, control, and jurisdiction of the annexing municipality unless the county board retains
jurisdiction by the affirmative vote of two- thirds of its members and further provides that if the
county board retains jurisdiction the annexing municipality may file a request for jurisdiction
with the county board on a case by case basis and if the county board agrees by the affirmative
vote of a majority of its members, then the property shall be subject to the ordinances, control,
and jurisdiction of the annexing municipality; and

WHEREAS, the Champaign County Board believes it is for the best interests of the
County and for the public good and welfare that Champaign County should have the right to
decide whether or not property that is not contiguous to a municipality and subject to an
annexation agreement should also be subject to municipal zoning, building codes, and
subdivision jurisdiction or be subject to those of the County; and

WHEREAS, in making the decision regarding whether or not property that is not
contiguous to a municipality and subject to an annexation agreement should also be subject to
municipal zoning, building codes, and subdivision jurisdiction or be subject to those of the
County, the County Board should consider the concerns and interests of the landowners adjacent
to such property;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Champaign County Board, Champaign
County, Illinois, as follows:

I. The Champaign County Board hereby retains jurisdiction on property that is not
located within a municipality but that in the future may become the subject of a
municipal annexation agreement, as authorized by 65 ILCS 5/11-15.1-2.1 as
amended by RB 1003; and

2. The Environment and Land Use Committee (ELUC) shall make a
recommendation to the Champaign County Board on all future municipal requests
for jurisdiction on properties proposed to be subject to a municipal annexation
agreement; and

3. The Zoning Administrator shall provide notice of the meeting at which ELUC
shall consider any municipal request for jurisdiction on property proposed to be
subject to a municipal annexation agreement to all landowners within 250 feet of
the boundaries of such property and said notice shall be mailed at least 15 days
but not more than 30 days prior to the ELUC meeting; and

4. The Director of Planning and Zoning is hereby directed to provide a copy of this
Resolution to all Champaign County municipalities.

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STATUTES WHICH REQUIRE NOTICE BY PUBLICATION IN THE TAX CYCLE

A. 35 ILCS 200/12-10. Publication of assessments; counties ofless than 3,000,000

In counties with less than 3,000,000 inhabitants, as soon as the chief county assessment
officer has completed the assessment in the county or in the assessment district, he or she
shall, in each year of a general assessment, publish for the county or assessment district a
complete list of the assessment, by townships if so organized. In years other than years of
a general assessment, the chief county assessment officer shall publish a list of property
for which assessments have been added or changed since the preceding assessment,
together with the amounts of the assessments, except that publication of individual
assessment changes shall not be required if the changes result from equalization by the
supervisor of assessments under Section 9-210, or Section 10-200, in which case the list
shall include a general statement indicating that assessments have been changed because
of the application of an equalization factor and shall set forth the percentage of increase
or decrease represented by the factor. The publication shall be made on or before
December 31 of that year, and shall be published on the county's website, or printed in
some public newspaper or newspapers published in the county. In every township or
assessment district in which there is published one or more newspapers of general
circulation, the list of that township shall be published posted on the county's website
or published in one of the newspapers.

At the top of the list of assessments there shall be a notice in substantially the following
form printed in type no smaller than eleven point:

"NOTICE TO TAXPAYERS

Median Level of Assessment--(insert here the median level of assessment for the
assessment district)

Your property is to be assessed at the above listed median level of assessment for the
assessment district. You may check the accuracy of your assessment by dividing your
assessment by the median level of assessment. The resulting value should equal the
estimated fair cash value of your propeliy. Ifthe resulting value is greater than the
estimated fair cash value of your property, you may be over-assessed. If the resulting
value is less than the fair cash value of your property, you may be under-assessed. You
may appeal your assessment to the Board of Review."

The newspaper shall furnish to the local assessment officers a link to the county's
website, or as many copies of the paper containing the assessment list as they may
reqmre.

B. 35 ILCS 200/12-40. Notice provisions; equalization by board of review

The assessment of any class of property or of any township or multi-township or part
thereof, or any portion ofthe county, shall not be increased by an equalization factor
applied by a board of review until the board has fJl:6de posted one publication of notice

2



on the county's website in which the board of review is located, or in a newspaper of
general circulation published in the county, of such proposed increase and has given an
opportunity to be heard, within 20 days of the publieatieR date on which the notice has
been posted on the county's website or published in the newspaper, to the owners of
the property affected or anyone representing them, and other citizens of the territory. The
assessor or chief county assessment officer shall have like opportunity to be heard
thereon, except where such action is taken in individual cases upon complaint. The board
shall hear any person, upon request, in opposition to a proposed reduction in the
assessment of any person or territory.

C. 35 ILCS 200/12-45. Publication of certificates of error

At the time notice is posted on the county's website or publication in a newspaper is
made under Section 12-60, the board of review shall also post on the county's website
in which the board of review is located, or publish in a newspaper of general
circulation in that county a complete list of the changes made in assessments by the
issuance of certificates of error under Sections 14-20 and 16-75. The noticed or
published list shall contain for each change the information enumerated in Section 12-25
and shall show the amount of the assessment prior to and after the action of the board of
review. Notice shall be posted on the county's website or publication shall be made in
some newspaper or newspapers of general circulation published in the county in which
the assessment is made, except that in every township or assessment district in which
there is published one or more newspapers of general circulation, the list of that township
shall be posted on the county's website or shall be published in one of those
newspapers.

D. 35 ILCS 200/12-60. List of assessment changes; publications

When the board of review in any county with less than 3,000,000 inhabitants decides to
reverse or modify the action of the chief county assessment officer, or to change the list
as completed, or the assessment or description of any property, the changes shall be
entered upon the assessment books.

On or before the annual date for adjournment as fixed by Section 16-35, the board of
review shall make a full and complete list, by township if the county is so organized, of
all changes in assessments made by the board of review prior to the adjournment date.
The list shall contain the information enumerated in Section 12-25 and shall show the
amount of the assessment as it appeared prior to and after being acted upon by the board
of review. The board of review need not show on the list changes which only correct the
description of the assessed property, the ownership of the property, or the name of the
person in whose name the property is assessed. Changes by the board that raise or lower,
on a percentage basis, the total assessed value of prope11y in any assessment district or
the value of a particular class of prope11y, need not be shown on the list. However, the list
shall contain a general statement indicating that a change has been made and shall state
the percentage of increase or decrease.
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The board of review shall deliver a copy of the list to the county clerk who shall file it in
his or her office, and a copy to the chief county assessment officer. The lists shall be
public records and open to the inspection of all persons, and shall be preserved or
destroyed in the manner described in Section 16-90.

Within 30 days after the board has adjourned, the board shall, in each year, posted on the
county's website in which the board is located, or publish, by township if the county is
so organized, a complete list of the changes made in assessments by the board as the
changes appear in the list required by this Section. The list shall be posted on the
county's website or publication shall be made in some newspaper or newspapers of
general circulation published in the county in which the assessment is made. However, in
every township or assessment district in which there is published one or more newspapers
of general circulation, the list ofthat township shall be posted on the county's website
or published in one of those newspapers. The county shall furnish a website link if the
list is posted on the county's website to the local assessment officers, or the
newspaper shall furnish to the local assessment officers as many copies of the paper
containing the list of changes as may be required.

35 ILCS 200/12-65. Publication fee

Any newspaper publishing the list of Board of Review changes shall be paid a fee
according to the following schedule:

(a) For a parcel listing including the name of the property owner, a property index
number, the previous total assessment and the new total assessment, $1.20 per parcel;

(b) For a parcel listing including the name of the property owner, a property index
number, the previous assessed value of improvements, the previous total assessment, the
new assessed value of improvements and the new total assessment, $1.50 per parcel;

(c) For a parcel listing including the name of the property owner, a legal description of
the property, the previous total assessment and the new total assessment, $2 per parcel;

(d) For a parcel listing including the name ofthe propeliy owner, a property index
number, a legal description, the previous total assessment and the new total assessment,
$2.40 per parcel;

(e) For a parcel listing including the name of the property owner, a legal description, the
previous assessed value of improvements, the new assessed value of improvements, the
previous total assessment and the new total assessment, $2.80 per parcel;

(f) For a parcel listing including the name of the property owner, a propeliy index
number, a legal description, the previous assessed value of improvements, the new
assessed value of improvements, the previous total assessment and the new total
assessment, $3 per parcel; and
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(g) For the preamble, headings, and any other explanatory matter either required by law,
or requested by the board of review, the newspaper's published rate for such advertising.

200/13-10. Reassessment order by Department

Whenever it appears to the Department that the property in any county, or in any
assessment district, has not been assessed in substantial compliance with law, the
Department may, in its discretion, in any year, either before or after the original
assessment is completed by the local assessment officers, order a reassessment by the
local assessing officers for that year of all or any class of the taxable property in the
county or assessment district. The reassessment shall be substituted for the original
assessment. The order directing a reassessment shall be filed in the office of the county
treasurer of the county in which the reassessment has been ordered, except in counties
having an elective board of review or board of appeals in which case the order shall be
filed with that board.

If any general assessment is not posted on the county's website or published in any year
for which the assessment was made, or if that notice is not posted on the county's
website or newspaper publication was not made in time to permit the examination
thereof by the Department in that year, the Department may in any of the 3 years
intervening between the years for which general assessments are made, order such
reassessment of the last general assessment of all or any class of property in the county or
assessment district, and the reassessment shall be substituted for the original general
assessment for the intervening year and thereafter until the next general assessment is
made.

No substitute assessment shall invalidate any prior assessment as to taxes extended
thereon.

The Department may order the board of review of any county not having an elected
county assessor and an elective board of review to convene in extraordinary session for
the purpose of further revising, conecting and equalizing the assessment of property
within that county.

When a reassessment has been ordered under this Section, the individual assessments
made under such order shall be reviewed, revised and corrected by townships or taxing
districts by the assessors making the reassessment.

35 ILCS 200/13-20. Review and equalization of reassessments

The board of review or board of appeals of the county in which a reassessment is made
shall review, conect, and equalize the reassessment in the same manner and subject to the
same laws and rules as an original assessment. The Department shall fix the time and
place of the meeting of the board to review and conect the reassessment. At least one
week before the meeting, the board shall post a notice on the website of the county in
which the board of review is located, or publish a notice of the time and place of its
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meeting, in at least one newspaper of general circulation published in the county in which
the reassessment is made, except that in every township in which there is published one
or more newspapers of general circulation the notice shall be posted on the county's
website or published in one of those newspapers in each township. The board shall
convene at the time and place fixed in the order, and shall review, correct, return and
certify the reassessment in like manner, and shall have and exercise all the powers and
authority given to boards of review or boards of appeals, and shall be subject to all the
restrictions, duties and penalties of those boards. When a reassessment has been ordered,
the board, at the time and place fixed in the notice given as required by this Section, may
hear complaints and review and correct the reassessment by townships or assessment
districts, as the reassessment for such townships or assessment districts is completed and
certified by the chief county assessment officer, without waiting for the completion of the
entire reassessment. Two or more townships or assessment districts may be notified for a
revision and correction at the same time.
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Video Gambling Act
Creates thousands of Mini Casinos in Neighborhoods throughout the state

The Video Gambling Act (HB 255 and the clean up bill HB 2424) will allow all licensed retail
establishments where alcohol is drawn, poured, mixed or served for consumption on the premises
to conduct video gambling. (Bars, restaurants, banquet halls, airport lounges, bowling alleys,
billiard parlors, truck stops, and clubs--veteran and fraternal).

Creates Thousands of Mini Casinos:
Currently there are 10,182 legalized gambling machines at nine casinos. There are over 21,000
bars and restaurants in Illinois that serve alcohol. Each retail liquor establishment and truck stop
can have 5 video gambling machines. There is no limit to the number of establishments that can
apply for a license. This form of gambling occurs in close proximity to residential areas where
people encounter the machines in their day-to-day activities. The machines can be purchased and
installed quickly at existing sites, creating thousands of mini casinos in neighborhoods
throughout the State.

IDinois Communities Oppose Video Gamhling:
In January, 2002 the Senate Executive Committee Subcommittee on Gambling issued a Final
Report on a proposal to legalize video gambling. The percentage of responses from community
leaders was 57.57% opposed (population of 851,426) to 42.17% in support (population 623,663).
The Daily Herald recently interviewed Mayors and elected officials who opposed video gambling
in their communities. (See enclosure)

The legislation includes a provision for a municipality to pass an ordinance prohibiting
video gambling within the corporate limits. A county board may pass an ordinance prohibiting
video gambling within the unincorporated areas of the county.

Convenience Gambling creates greater Social Costs:
The National Gambling Impact Study Commission received testimony that convenience
gambling, such as electronic devices in neighborhood outlets, provides fewer economic benefits
and creates potentially greater social costs by making gambling more available and
accessible. The Commission recommends that states should not authorize any further
convenience gambling operations and should cease and roll back existing operations. (Final
Report, June, 1999, p.3-18)

No game is more addictive:
Psychologist Robert Hunter of Charter Hospital in Las Vegas, who has treated more problem and
compulsive gambling than anyone in the world, calls video poker the "crack cocaine" of
gambling. He has seen an increase in female problem gamblers who play video poker in their
neighborhood casino. Video poker is hypnotizing, an escape from problems, and fast. The
addiction process for a sports better may take 20 years. For a video poker player, it may take
only 1-2 years.

As many as 20% of current video poker players in South Carolina may meet the
criteria for pathological gambling, according to a 1997 research study. The data also suggests
that African-American gamblers in South Carolina might be twice as likely to meet the criteria
for pathological gambling. (South Carolina Centerfor Gambling Studies)

Problem drinkers are 23 times more likely to have a gambling problem than
individuals who do not have an alcohol problem. Legalizing electronic gambling devices at
establishments that serve alcohol will result in more problem and pathological gamblers.
(Journal of Studies of Alcohol)

Loss of Jobs - No Economic Development:
A leading study from Australia in 2000 concluded that for every 80 video gambling

machines, $2 million was drained from and "damaged the local economy" each year.
Furthermore, in this example, for every three video gambling machines, two jobs were lost. The
average worldwide was one net job lost each year per EGD/slot machine. (Gambling:
Executive Summaries & Recommendations, p. 328, U. S. International Gambling Report, 2009)

Video Poker machines create few jobs and fewer good quality jobs, and it is not
accompanied by any significant investment in the local economy. (National Gambling
Impact Study Commission Final Report)



Legalizing video gambling will not eliminate illegal gambling:
Video gambling will be difficult to regulate and monitor at so many locations statewide.
"Legalizing video poker machines could provide fresh millions to the Chicago Outfit and drain
the pockets of gamblers sucked in by the machine's addictive allure." (Legalizing video poker
would bankroll crime, Chicago Sun-Times, May 14, 2009)

Provides weak safeguards for minors:
Licensed establishments, veterans, and fraternal establishments cannot be located within 1,000
feet of a racetrack or within 1,000 feet of the home dock of a riverboat casino. However,
licensed liquor establishments can legally operate video gambling machines within 100 feet of
schools and churches. This legislation protects racetracks and riverboats from competition, and
offers no protection for the safety of children.

Underage drinking is already a problem in many communities. Underage gambling is a
growing problem and will likely increase if video gambling machines are legalized in
restaurants and locations frequented by children and minors. While the law prohibits
gambling by anyone under 21, a weak provision restricts the location of video gambling
terminals in an area for persons over 21, with the entrance within view of at least one employee,
who is over the age of 21 years of age. Knowingly penuitting a minor to gamble is a
''bnsiness offense" with a fine limited to $5,000.

Could reward those who operated the machines illegally:
In July of 2001, The Chicago Sun Times reported that Chicago could seize video poker machines
under a revamped video poker ordinance that clearly defined the features of a video poker
machine that made gambling possible. Rather than tighten and enforce gambling laws statewide,
the Video Gambling Act could reward some of the people who have skirted the law. After
paying 30% taxes, the owners of the machines will get 35% of the Adjusted Gross Receipts, and
the licensed establishments will get 35%.

Amber Alert Messages:
The illinois Gaming Board may require video poker machines to display Amber Alert messages.
There are documented cases of women who become addicted to video gambling, abandoning
their children to gamble. One woman left her 1O-day-old baby locked in a sweltering car for
more than 7 hours while she gambled on these machines in South Carolina. The baby died. It is
ludicrous to believe that video poker gamblers will stop gambling to search for missing
children!

"This type of gambling has been shown to increase crime, destroy families and diminish our
wholesome way of life. Our prosecutors and judges will see an increase in criminal cases as well
as bankruptcies. Our township trustee officers and churches should be concerned because when
those who have the least gamble and lose, they end up needing additional assistance from the
public and private sectors. Our police and sheriffs departments will also feel the effects from
increased domestic violence, robbery, thefts, drunken drivers and increased man-hours for
additional investigations. Which brings the cost back to you and me, the taxpayers who will be
asked to pay for the increased budgets to combat these crimes against society." Comments from
Candidate for Sheriff in Allen County Indiana.
