23 CALL TO ORDER
24
25 Chair Betz called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
26
27 ROLL CALL
28
29 Bork called the roll. Betz, Gladney, Hunt, Knott, Nudo, Schroeder, and Weibel were present
30 at the time of the roll call, establishing the presence of a quorum. Betz stated Ammon’s absence
31 was excused due to a sick child.
32
33 APPROVAL OF AGENDA/ADDENDUM
34
35 MOTION by Knott to approve the agenda and two addenda; seconded by Hunt. Motion
36 carried with all ayes.
37
38 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
39
40 Tom Fiedler spoke in favor of and distributed information about video gaming. He
41 represents the Illinois Coin Machine Operators Association and provided highlights of the bill. The
42 maximum bet is $2 with a minimum bet of a nickel in the video game style machines. The
43 maximum win per hand is $500. Fiedler emphasized this amount is not a life-changing event like
44 the lottery and compared it to a gray area games available in bars about the county. The video
45 gaming would be an online system regulated by the Illinois Gaming Board. These gaming devices
46 would be available in establishments that possess liquor licenses, so it would be a strictly an age 21
47 controlled situation. Fiedler stated this represents a third of the $31 billion capital bill and 5% of
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48 the funds generated will stay in the area (county or municipality) where they are generated. Betz
49 asked Fiedler questions about the revenue generated by video gaming.
50
51 MOTION by Nudo to suspend the rules; seconded by Knott.
52
53 Betz asked the video gaming would be regulated to comply with the 21-years age
54 requirement when 1 9-year-olds are allowed in bars in the Cities of Champaign and Urbana. Fiedler
55 said the Illinois Gaming Board has a lot of latitude in the legislation. In other states, establishments
56 have separate age 21 only rooms. Similarly restaurants have separate areas for bars versus family
57 dining. Betz asked whether the liquor establishment’s license would be in jeopardy for a rules
58 violations or would the operator’s license be impacted. Fiedler understood only the location’s
59 license would be suspended. The operators, like him, would lose the investment because the
60 machines would be returned to the operator. The machines cost from $15,000-$20,000. Betz asked
61 if the proposal was to allow video gaming in campus bars. Fiedler answered those establishments
62 could have the machines as long as they meet the gaming board’s criteria. He noted the gaming
63 board has not yet written the regulations governing this practice or developed a licensing procedure.
64 Betz asked about the rate of addiction in terms of video gambling. The studies Fiedler has seen
65 indicate problem gamblers represent 1% of the total users. The bill was written with 25% of the
66 licensing fees going to the Department of Human Services to help with all types of problem
67 gambling. He pointed out the riverboats, lottery, and off-track betting facilities do not fund help
68 with problem gaming. Betz asked if there were any studies on the ancillary crime related to video
69 gaming in small communities. Fiedler has researched Louisiana and West Virginia and learned the
70 crime rates stayed level or went down. This type of gaming is low-impact for the casual adult
71 player; it is not a destination type of recreation. Betz asked if the machines had any device to limit
72 the amount bet during a set period of time to protect the patron. Fiedler said they did not, but the
73 machines have a $2 maximum bet per hand and a 90-92% pay rate of return. Betz asked if Fiedler
74 anticipated the state will remove the maximum bet limit. Fiedler answered no, emphasizing this is
75 low impact, casual gaming. West Virginia has had video gaming for 10 years and the maximum bet
76 is $4. The opt out feature is available at any time if the County Board felt the gaming was
77 detrimental to the community. Fiedler assumes it will at least be one year before the machines will
78 be close to being up and running, so there is plenty of time to gather information.
79
80 Nudo inquired about the pay out amount. Fiedler stated the minimum by law is 80%, but the
81 machines in other states that are played the most run in the 90-92% rate. The gaming board can set
82 the rate at a higher number. Nudo asked what was happening with gaming machines now. Fiedler
83 expressed that it was currently a gray area; a machine is not illegal, however paying off players is
84 illegal. This legislation would allow control and taxing over an existing structure.
85
86 Gladney asked if establishments would be required to have a separate room for the
87 machines. Fiedler said it would depend on the regulations set by the gaming board. Fiedler
88 continued to answer the committee’s questions about the gaming machines.
89
90 John Kindt spoke in opposition to video gambling. He compared video gambling machines
91 to crack cocaine in the creation of new addictive gamblers. He argued against the type of
92 convenience gambling represented by the machines with stories from other states.
93
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94 Knott asked about the revenue generated by these machines. Kindt estimated the net
95 revenue would be $10,000 or $11,000 annually per machine. He stated the gambling revenue
96 would be money not spent in other areas of the local economy and would lessen sales tax revenues.
97 Knott asked how the local revenue would be lost if the machine was paying out 90%. Kindt said
98 that was misdirection by the industry and the net total was $100,000 at year’s end.
99

100 Nudo said, to be fair, there are those who gamble and quit when they are ahead. He stated
101 the percentage of revenue generated by machines that goes to the bar owner and operator will stay
102 in the community. He did not think it was fair to equate the loss at 100% and suggested Kindt
103 refine his position. Kindt said he was trying to simplify the national statistics and acknowledged
104 there was a multiplier effect with the gambling revenue. He felt it was a net loss to the community.
105
106 Betz was concerned about the campus area, although it is outside of the County’s
107 jurisdiction, because the cities do not actually control the drinking age in campus bars. He
108 remarked that students can already use credit cards for Internet gambling and community does not
109 receive any tax revenue from these activities. Kindt quoted statistics that 1% of the population will
110 develop a gambling addiction and another 2% will be problem gamblers. The committee continued
111 to discuss the topic of gambling machines in liquor licensed establishments.
112
113 Nudo asked how Kindt differentiated between gambling and the lottery. Kindt called the
114 lottery the marijuana of gambling and referred to video gaming machines as crack cocaine because
115 of the speed of the gambling. Betz asked Kindt to provide a list of studies and information about
116 this issue, with links to the studies he quoted. Kindt nodded and referred the committee to the
117 documentation distributed by Jan Anderson.
118
119 Anita Rohwedder spoke against video gambling and the easy way it offers people to become
120 involved in gambling.

167 Approval of Award of Bid for File Folders
168
169 Wilkinson explained the Circuit Clerk’s Office needed to purchase the file folders that hold
170 legal filing in court cases, specifically 16,250 for criminal cases and 30,000 for traffic cases. The
171 office sent three bid packages out and received two responses, one for each type of folder. He
172 requested the committee’s approval to award the bid for the court case file folder to Byers Printing
173 in the amount of $20,312.50 and to File Mart for the traffic jackets in the amount of $18,565.50.
174
175 MOTION by Knott to approve the award of bids to Byers Printing in the amount of
176 $20,312.50 for 16,250 court case file folders and to File Mart in the amount of $18,565.50 for
177 30,000 traffic jackets; seconded by Weibel.
178
179 Betz asked if the file folders were made of recycled paper, which Wilkinson confirmed.
180 Nudo inquired why this item did not go directly to the Finance Committee. Busey explained the
181 County Board’s Purchasing Policy requires bids be approved at the Policy Committee. Betz asked
182 about the folders’ life expectancy. Wilkinson stated the folders use low acid paper because some
183 items have to be kept forever.

201 events. The event for staff at the Urbana Civic Center will only invite those 5, 10, 15, 20, 25, or 30
202 year employees who are being recognized. This is a change from prior years. The retirees’
203 invitations will be sent next week. Busey stated the department heads of the employees who are
204 being honored are also invited to the event. The event was cut back when the budget was cut in
205 February and they plan to pay close attention to feedback because all of the employees are
206 accustomed to being invited to the Employee Recognition Event.

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Nomination for the Burgess Award

The Courtwatching Project is a systematic review of court proceedings and personnel, done with
a view to reporting on the operations of our justice system to the general public. In Champaign
County, courtwatching has been a collaborative, volunteer effort between the League of Women
Voters and students in the College of Law. The lynch pin in this project for the past five years
has been Joan Miller whom I nominate for the 2010 Burgess Award and, by extension, the
League of Women Voters and the UI College of Law Trial Advocacy Program.

Joan Miller is Chair of the Justice Committee of the League of Women Voters of Champaign
County and the coordinator of the courtwatching project. She herself is a veteran courtwatcher
and has used her experience to organize the League’s courtwatchers and train the Trail Advocacy
students who participate in the program.

How does the Courtwatching Project further civil rights? These structured observations provide
the following benefits for those involved in court proceedings:

* for the courts themselves, there is citizen scrutiny of the system — observers able to see
and note the strengths and weaknesses of practices and procedures;
* for the parties involved in the cases, there are assurances that external observers will
monitor the fairness of proceedings;
* for the lawyers participating in trials, there are incentives to prepare and do their work
well;
* for the participating law students, there are opportunities for exposure to the courtroom
with real people and real problems.

These benefits alone would be enough to recommend Joan and the cooperating agencies for the
Burgess Award recognition. However, in Champaign County, the courtwatching project has
surfaced specific concerns about the representative nature of local juries.

In the past five years, they have noted discrepancies in the composition of juries — the
continuous and significant over-representation of white females, the lack of African-Americans
in the jury pooi, and, most recently, the under-representation of Asian males. In short, jury poois
do not reflect the demographics of the County in general nor the racial/cultural background of
defendants in our court system.

The continuous annual reporting has prompted the County Board to create a citizens committee
to work with the judicial system, identifying approaches to alter the jury imbalance and establish
fair and equitable justice for all the citizens of Champaign County. While there are many
challenges ahead, the County is now in a good position to address these serious problems
because of the hard work and dedication of Joan Miller and the commitment of the League and
the College of Law. They very much deserve to be recipients of the Burgess Award.

Some years ago, I had the privilege of working with Doris Hoskins on a number of educational
programs that highlighted the activities and accomplishments of African-Americans in
Champaign County. Through this work, I got to know and appreciate Doris — her personal values
and principles, her commitment to the community, and her inherent faith in individual effort.

Edward Bland, Jr. closely epitomizes the values espoused by Doris Hoskins and so I am pleased
to nominate him for the Doris Hoskins Prestigious Community Service Award for 2010.

Mr. Bland has provided a tremendous service to the community through his success as the
Executive Director of the Housing Authority of Champaign County. In six years, he has
transformed the agency into one of the best in the state. He has reduced the average turnaround
time on units from 150 to 19 days. He has improved the occupancy rate from 85% to 99% and
increased the number of Section 8 occupants from 85% to 95%. In addition., Mr. Bland has also
presided over the redevelopment of Burch Village and Lakeside Terrace.

While these statistics are impressive achievements on their own, they also reveal a commitment
to serve low-income and minority clients. Through Mr. Bland’s actions and success, an important
segment of the community has access to housing — a fundamental element in the life of people.

Mr. Bland has also demonstrated community service through his willingness to serve on boards
and committees that serve the greater good. He is a member of the Regional Planning
Commission and the Workforce Development Board becoming a voice for minority concerns
and perspectives. He is a member of the Community Service Block Grant Loan Committee
(CSBG). This agency allocates federal money to undercapitalized small local businesses (usually
minority or female-owned).

Mr. Bland recently served on an eighteen person citizens’ committee to develop a land resource
management plan for Champaign County. His pointed questions and his skill at seeking
consensus were great assets in reconciling divergent views regarding future land use in the
unincorporated areas of the County. His knowledge about building codes was especially helpful
as the committee contemplated regulations and enforcement of housing units in rural areas.

Mr. Bland is a member of Salem Baptist Church where he is an usher and a member of the
fllinois National Association of Housing Redevelopment Officials currently serving as president.

Mr. Bland’s strong commitment to this community deserves not only consideration for the
Hoskins Community Service Award but selection as the 20 10’s recipient. I heartily endorse this
choice.

I Di ççr~f i~Services position is a non-bargaining, competitive, exempt
position at Salary Grade H with a minimum starting salary of $34,445 and a midpoint of
$43,056. The position shares a pay grade with our Assistant Food Service Director,
Senior Executive Secretary, and Nursing Shift Supervisor.

The current Director is working out his resignation period with an anticipated end date of
December 8th~ We are actively recruiting to fill the position.

General Duties and Responsibilities
The incumbent leads a department supported by two bargaining unit Social Service
Assistants, managing a total caseload of up to 243 nursing home residents. Our recent
census range is 180-205 residents. The Director is a member of the management team
and participates in policy development, quality initiatives, and other duties routine to a
member of management.

The Director is responsible for direct care staff training including behavior management,
resident care planning, assessment, and meeting resident psychosocial needs. He/she
oversees and participates in the care milieu as a Master’s prepared Licensed Clinical
Social Worker, leading family council, and providing general counseling services to
CCNH residents. He/she performs resident assessments, develops plans of care, makes
recommendations to the entire care team regarding how to meet resident psychosocial
needs, and connects residents to resources in our Home and community to best meet an
identified need.

Regulatory Requirements
The Illinois Administrative Code requires skilled nursing facilities to either employ or
contract with a social worker to provide social services. CCNH’s size makes employing a
Licensed Clinical Social Worker more fiscally and operationally responsible than using a
consultant.

Request
The responsibilities and education required of a Social Services Director are substantially
greater than other positions in a similar salary grade.

The Champaign County Nursing Home respectfully requests permission to adjust the
salary grade of a Social Services Director to Salary Grade I with a minimum starting
salary of $40,144 and a midpoint of $50,170. A formal salary review will take place



soon, though the pending vacancy does not permit enough time to complete a formal
review.

The Salary Grade I includes management positions with responsibilities of similar scope
to the Director of Social Services, including the Food Service Director, Environmental
Services Director, and Director of Adult Day Care.

There is precedence for this salary adjustment. The Regional Planning Commission
employs social workers with responsibilities and education similar to that of our Social
Service Director. The salary range for aRPC Social Services Prograni Manager,
supervising a staff of 3-6, is set at a minimum of $49,109 and a midpoint of $61,381.

We are confident that the Champaign County Nursing Home operating budget is
sufficient to absorb this salary change and recruiting results will improve when we adjust
the salary range to better reflect the responsibilities and education of a Social Services
Director.
