Chair Betz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLLCALL

The Recording Secretary called the roll. Betz, Gross, Hogue, Hunt, Knott, Putman, and Schroeder were
present at the time of the roli call. Betz declared a quorum and proceeded with the meeting.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA/ADDENDUM

MOTION by Knott to approve the agenda; seconded by Hunt. Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTION by Schroeder to approve the Policy, Personnel, & Appointments Committee regular session
minutes ofJanuary 10,2007; seconded by Knott. Motion carried.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was no public participation.

MONTHLY REPORTS
County Clerk Fees Report for December 2006

MOTION by Knott to receive and place on file the County Clerk Fees Report for December 2006;
seconded by Hunt. Motion carried.
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COUNTY BOARD
Appointments/Reappointments
W risk Drainage District

MOTION by Knott to accept the resignation of Vernon Mumm from the Wrisk Drainage District;
seconded by Hogue. Motion carried.

MOTION by Weibel to appoint Stephen Messman to the Wrisk Drainage District; for a term
commencing 2/23/2007 and ending 8/31/2007; seconded by Knott.

Knott asked if the County Board Chair could make a motion at a committee meeting when he is not a
member of said committee. Betz said the County Board Chair is ex-officio and he is the only person who can
move to appoint someone.

Gross asked if the County Board Chair interviewed Messman for the appointment. Weibel said he did
not conduct an interview because the term is short. There were no other applicants. Gross asked if Messman
knows anything about conservation and modern drainage techniques. Knott said he knows Messman, who is a
fine farmer from the Sidney area and grew up in the Homer area. Knott noted drainage commissioners must be
a landowner in the district.

Betz said he would treat the motion as having been nominated by Weibel with Knott making the motion.
McGrath confirmed this was the correct procedure.

MOTION by Knott to appoint Stephen Messman to the Wrisk Drainage District; for a term
commencing 2/2312007 and ending 8/31/2007; seconded by Hogue.

Motion carried with one no vote by Gross.

Champaign County Lincoln Exhibits Committee

Weibel nominated Kay Grabow for a one-year term, Raymond Cunningham for a two-year term, and
John Hoffmann for a three-year term.

MOTION by Knott to appoint to the Lincoln Exhibits Committee: Kay Grabow for a one-year term,
Raymond Cunningham for a two-year term, and John Hoffmann for a three-year term; seconded by Hunt.

Schroeder said he was please with the outstanding candidates for this brand new committee. He asked
how the committee would work with the Forest Preserve and the County Board. Busey reminded the committee
that Barbara Wysocki had been appointed as the County Board liaison to the Lincoln Exhibits Committee at the
County Board Organizational Meeting. The committee will follow the memorandum of understanding between
the County Board and the Forest Preserve District that was previously approved by Board and included in the
agenda packet. Wysocki stated Vern Zehr would be the Forest Preserve District liaison on the Lincoln Exhibits
Committee. Wysocki added the Forest Preserve District will be meeting on February 15th to make their
nominations to the committee. The Lincoln Exhibits Committee will officially be complete by February 22"d
Weibel stated he interviewed all four candidates for this committee.

Motion carried.
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Appointment of Brendan McGinty to Vacant Spot on Policy, Personnel, & Appointments Committee and
Removal from Appointment to County Facilities Committee

MOTION by Schroeder to appoint Brendan McGinty to the vacant spot on the Policy, Personnel, &
Appointments Committee and remove Brendan McGinty from the County Facilities Committee; seconded by
Hunt.

Gross asked if the membership on the Policy, Personnel, & Appointments Committee was offered to
other Democrats. Gross said it should have been offered to anyone else who might have wanted it and seniority
should have been a factor. Weibel stated that no one besides McGinty expressed any interest in the position, but
he really did not ask. Gladney asked if this appointment could have waited until someone was appointed to fill
the vacant County Board seat in District 6. Gladney noted McGinty would have seniority over the newly
appointed County Board member. Betz said he felt the reason was not seniority, but was because McGinty
expressed an interest. Betz ordered a roll call vote.

Motion carried with a vote of 7 to O. Betz, Gross, Hogue, Hunt, Knott, Putman, and Schroeder voted
in favor of the motion.

County Board Vacancy Appointment

Weibel stated the Central Democratic Committee sent him the name of Michael Richards to fill the
vacant County Board seat in District 6, therefore Weibel nominated Michael Richards to fill the seat.

MOTION by Hogue to appoint Michael Richards to the Champaign County Board to fill the seat left
vacant by the resignation of Tony Fabri in District 6; seconded by Gross.

Betz asked if this appointment could go on the agenda for the County Board study session on February
13th so Richards could take part in the study session. Busey said that agenda has not been completed so this item
could be added. McGrath stated Richards would need to be sworn in at the meeting.

Motion carried.

Appointment of Denny Inman to the Construction Indnstry Diversity Task Force

Betz stated the Construction Industry Diversity Task Force was the group that Steve Beckett was
participating in as a County Board liaison from this committee. Beckett is no longer a member of the Policy,
Personnel, & Appointments committee, but recommended to Betz that the committee continue to have
representation on the task force. Betz noted that no one on the task force is an elected official; instead they are
on the task force as a part of their jobs. Betz suggested the County send the official who deals with construction
contracts and things of this nature. Betz stated Inman would be a good choice. Weibel nominated Inman.

MOTION by Knott to appointment Denny Inman to the Construction Industry Diversity Task Force;
seconded by Schroeder.

The committee discussed the membership of the task force. Inman stated any interested County Board
members could attend meetings as non-voting members. Inman agreed to report back to the committee.

Motion carried.

Request for Waiver of Hiring Freeze from Physical Plant for Senior Maintenance Worker

MOTION by Gross to approve the request for a waiver of the hiring freeze from the Physical Plant to
fill a Senior Maintenance Worker position; seconded by Hunt. Motion carried.

Request to Rescind Resolution No. 4472 - A Resolution Establishing a Hiring Freeze Policy

Busey provide a memorandum in the agenda packet outlining the basis for rescinding the hiring freeze
resolution.

MOTION by Schroeder to approve rescinding Resolution No. 4472 - A Resolution Establishing a
Hiring Freeze Policy; seconded by Putman.

Betz stated he could not remember a request for a waiver of the hiring freeze being turned down. Busey
said in 2002 this resolution was well known to department heads, so in many instances they allowed a position
to be vacant for several months to see if they could function without it before requesting a waiver of the hiring
freeze. Busey thought this resolution served its purpose when it was needed due to financial difficulties. It was
rare that the departments were denied the ability to fill a vacant position. The resolution required the
departments to document the need for each position when they brought to the committee for consideration.

Motion carried.

Closed Meeting Minutes Review

Busey explained Ordinance No. 603 originally established the procedure for the semi-annual review of
closed session minutes set forth the months ofJanuary and July as the time for review. In the last several years,
the County Board has waived holding any committee meetings in July, which put the Board in noncompliance
with its own ordinance. Busey recommended changing the months for the semi-annual review to March and
September, since the County Board always has to meet in September to receive the tentative budget. Busey
provided a corrected version of Ordinance No. 603 - An Ordinance Establishing Procedure for Semi-Annual
Review of Closed Meeting Minutes, the only change being the change in the months. The second part of
Busey's request is for the committee's authorization to change the method used to review closed session
minutes. In previous County Board terms, a binder was created for each Board member with all the County
Board closed session minutes and the closed session minutes for each committee the individual Board member
was assigned. This binder was created so each Board member could review the closed session minutes before
each semi-annual review and make their own recommendations. This has been a very difficult practice to
maintain. It was incumbent on the Board members to update their binders with the new sets of minutes sent by
Administrative Services. Some Board members did not return their closed session binders to Administrative
Services at the end of a term. It was learned that some Board members did not update the binders and other
Board members lost the binders completely, so there is no telling where those closed session minutes are at this
point. To protect the confidentiality of this information, which the County Board is saying must be protected
when they vote to maintain the minutes as closed, more responsibility will be placed back on the Committee
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Chairs. The State's Attorney's Office has generously reviewed the closed session minutes and provided a legal
perspective as to whether the minutes should remain closed. The procedural change would continue the State's
Attorney's Office review and recommendation. The closed session minutes would be provided to the
Committee Chair with the mailing so the Chair can review the minutes. A closed session minutes binder for
each committee will be maintained in the office of the secretary who is responsible for the committee. It will be
incumbent on the individual committee members to visit the secretary's office and review the minutes prior to
the meeting, if they so choose. Busey stressed that this procedure makes it incumbent on the committee
members to be committed to looking at the minutes before the meeting or be willing to accept the
recommendation of the Chair and the State's Attorney's Office.

MOTION by Knott to approve the corrected version of Ordinance No. 603 - An Ordinance
Establishing Procedure for Semi-Annual Review of Closed Meeting Minutes; seconded by Gross. Motion
carried.

MOTION by Hunt to direct Administrative Services staff to implement the procedure for semi-annual
review of closed session minutes as set forth in the County Administrator's memorandum; seconded by Hogue.
Motion carried.

Recommend Approval of Resolution Establishing the Terms of Appointment for the Members ofthe Champaign
County Lincoln Exhibits Committee

Busey stated the Champaign County Lincoln Exhibits Committee has been established, but the terms of
appointments for the members were not established. The recommendation is for three-year staggered terms such
as Weibel recommended earlier in the meeting when he nominated the committee. The County Board liaison
appointment would be for four years to coincide with the Board member's elected term of office.

MOTION by Knott to approve Resolution Establishing the Terms of Appointment for the Members of
the Champaign County Lincoln Exhibits Committee; seconded by Putman. Motion carried.

Request Approval of Release of RFP for Copier Services

Busey explained the current contract for copier services expires on June 30th and, pursuant to the
Purchasing Policy, this is a request for a release of a RFP for copier services. Busey is already beginning to
work with departments to document the different offices copier needs. She would like to release an RFP for
copier services later this month. The general schedule for this project is in the agenda packet

MOTION by Gross to release an RFP for copier services; seconded by Putman.

Knott asked about the contract. Busey answered this RFP would be for all copier services for all
County offices and it was last released five years ago. Weibel asked about the length of the contract. Busey
replied that a five-year commitment is necessary to get the best rate in leasing the copiers. Betz, remembering
the situation that occurred five years ago, asked if there was anyway to make the process more "user-friendly."
Betz added that he thought it was pretty user-friendly last time. Inman noted the schedule set a bidders
conference and informational meeting for all interested vendors in March. The vendors will be made fully
aware of what the requirements are when the County Administrators go onsite to review the vendors' operations
and equipment. Betz said one thing that was raised the last time was that the parameters of the RFP were
changed during the process, so he asked how an RFP is amended. Inman explained a form is sent to vendors
asking if they are interested in bidding on the project. This puts the vendors on notice the project is taking
place. It is also available on the County's website. The vendors return the form with their contact information.
Any changes to the basic parameters of the RFP are mailed to all vendors who have submitted contact
information, Typically, any requests for changes, amendments, or clarifications are done seven working days
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prior to submission of the RFP package. Then a follow-up phone call is placed to the vendors to make sure they
received the addendum to the RFP. Vendors have to submit a form with the RFP stating they received the
addendum and it is included within the RFP package. Inman stated a project like copier services is not
completely based on lowest price. The last time the RFP for copier services was issued, some vendors low­
balled their bid although they did not have the right equipment to provide services to the County. The County
needs proper copier services and support to perform its daily operations. The decision is based on the lowest
price that also meets what the County needs. Hunt asked if it is specified in the RFP that the County is not
simply looking for the lowest price. Inman said it was and it is a point made at the bidders conference and at the
visits to the firms. Inman stated some vendors submitted such a Iowa cost per copy for the last RFP that the
County Administrators knew that price could not hold for five years, so those vendors were removed from
consideration. Vendors must be licensed for business in lIIinois and be licensed dealers to sell the equipment.
Betz asked if the County performs any background check for a vendor's solvency. Inman said yes, that is a part
of the analysis. The committee discussed the RFP process.

Busey explained the RFP will request vendors submit proposals for copiers that will serve as copiers,
scanners, fax machines, and printers. Through a comprehensive copier contract, the County is eliminating the
need for some printers and other ancillary pieces of equipment in County offices. It costs approximately
$225,000-$235,000 for copier services for the County offices annually. Inman stated the County is running
about 7.3 million copies per year. McGrath noted there is a phrase in the statute that covers bidding which states
the County is only required to accept the "lowest responsible bidder." The lowest responsible bidder is a
determination made by a combination ofa recommendation made by the County Administrators, who have gone
though the bidding conference, and the County's further determination in looking at the recommended vendor.
The County is not required to take the absolute lowest bid. McGrath stated the Purchasing Policy has been
amended in the last five years to include a procedure to reach out to minority and female-owned businesses in
the community to make those businesses aware of these contracts and bids as they become due. McGrath
wanted to make it clear that the Purchasing Policy cannot legally state that a contract must be awarded to a
minority or female-owned business.

Betz stated that once the RFP is released, vendors will begin lobbying County Board members. He
asked how the County Board members should handle this situation ethically. McGrath recommended Board
members say the RFP is going through the process and politely direct any vendors to contact the County
Administrators with their information. This is important with the recent changes to the Open Meetings Act.

Motion carried.

Request Approval of Corrected Version of Resolution No. 5570 - Resolution Amending Champaign County
Rules and Procedures Regarding the Illinois Freedom oflnformation Act and Appendix A - Champaign County
lIIinois Freedom of Information Act Procedures and Policies

Busey explained the offices of the Circuit Clerk and Court Services were previously included in this
resolution. These offices are not subject to the Freedom oflnformation Act, so this corrected version ofthe
resolution removes those offices from the text.

MOTION by Knott to approve the corrected version of Resolution No. 5570 - Resolution Amending
Champaign County Rules and Procedures Regarding the lIIinois Freedom oflnformation Act and Appendix A ­
Champaign County lIIinois Freedom of Information Act Procedures and Policies; seconded by Putman.

Weibel asked if there is a plan to follow the procedures described in the third paragraph. Busey stated a
plan is being developed, as well as something for the website.

Motion carried.
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LEGISLATIVE REPORT
State Legislative Calendar 2007

The calendar was provided for information only. Copies of a legislative report and glossary from the
Illinois Association of County Board Members were also distributed for information only.

CHAIR'S REPORT
Recommended Action Regarding Proposed Ten Point Plan

Betz opened this item for discussion. Betz stated he was glad this item was on the agenda, but he felt
there are more than ten points concerning governmental reform and examination that should be considered.
McGinty said he and Knott came up with these ten points after the election because they represent questions and
issues that concern the County. McGinty and Knott wanted to raise these topics for discussion and possible
action. The Policy, Personnel, & Appointment Committee would be the body to recommend that these ten items
are directed to the right committee so the work could begin, For example, some felt the failure of the Zoning
Ordinance last term was directly related to the fact that there is no comprehensive plan for the County. McGinty
suggested moving this type of item to ELUC. The issue of financial planning can be the focus of the Finance
Committee. McGinty noted that about half of the items are long-term planning. The other items are structural
and operational. The points are not meant to pick on any individual. McGinty hopes the committee and the full
Board can view the offices as individual positions and not as the people who are occupying them right now in
order to take some ofthe politics and personal nature out of it. McGinty expressed the end analysis could result
in no changes to the positions; he was encouraging that these issues be considered. Knott concurred that the
reason for this plan was to begin rational discussion early in the Board term. He hopes this committee will pass
some of these items on to other committees. McGinty added this is really an operational audit, which the
County Board just learned the value of with the operational audit of the Nursing Home. This is a chance to look
at ways to operate more efficiently.

Gross said she would like to see other things on this list. She has wondered how cash is flowing
through the County and whether all the elected officials' duties are strictly those that are required by law. She
suggested changing the Supervisor of Assessments position to an elected office. She thinks a periodic review
and comprehensive planning are very important.

Betz said he would like to initially develop a questionnaire or survey for the full County Board to list
five to ten things they think should be reviewed. The other County Board members could raise many other
questions, including questions brought by constituents. He would then want to survey the elected officials and
department heads to hear their suggestions on what are the problems in their offices. He stated he has never
heard a constituent say the County should reduce the size of the Count Board, but the structure should be
discussed. Betz does not think the County Board should discuss redistricting and would like it removed from
the list. He said he would entertain a motion to develop a questionnaire for County Board members and
department heads. Weibel supported Betzs idea to get more input from other people. Betz said there are some
creative people on the Board and serving as department heads who might be too shy to come to a public meeting
to give suggestions. The committee discussed the ten point plan. Betz said he wanted to see a report that
acknowledged what Champaign County is doing right with its building projects and Head Start, along with areas
where the County should improve and streamline. Busey stated that one of the goals of this process should be to
document a strategic plan that the County Board is committed to. Without a strategic plan, there is no
performance measure available for the County to grade itself against in order to report all of the excellent things
that are accomplished. This activity can move the County towards developing a strategic plan and then a bar
can be develop to measure the successes or shortfalls in order to evaluate if the County is moving forward.
Discussion continued.
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MOTION by Knott to direct Betz, McGinty, Knott, and Busey to develop a survey instrument to go to
County Board and elected officials/department heads to solicit additional ideas/proposals regarding long term
priorities and planning; seconded by Hogue. Motion carried.

County Board Seating Arrangement Options

Busey said this seating chart was being presented because another option was requested at the last
County Board meeting for seating based on political party and seniority. Putman said she would like for the
Board members to sit in different seats at each meeting. Betz asked if it is possible to tum the desks so the
Board members would be facing each other. Inman stated several variations of room arrangement have been
considered. The raised platform at the front and the support pole get in the way. There is no arrangement that
would allow the Board members to face each other and interact with the public. It would require a larger room
to correct. Betz suggested putting the desks into a big circle. Inman said the public would be at the Board
members' backs on both sides. A horseshoe shape could be considered with a podium in the center, but that
intimidates the public when they have to address the Board. Inman is open to trying anything. Busey stated
Alan Reinhart tried to draw a layout with the desks in a horseshoe. There was no physical way possible to get
everything that is needed inside the room and still enable the public to see the proceedings. Inman commented
they would also have to purchase smaller desks and that would be costly.

Gladney would like to see a change in the seating and have better camera work during the County Board
meetings. He has noted that the City of Urbana and the City of Champaign also broadcast their council
meetings on television. Gladney said the City of Champaign's camera work is very well done with close-ups on
individual members when they speak and creates a nice flow to the meeting. He does not see this with the
televised County Board meetings. He shared that when he was campaigning, people he spoke to were not sure
what the County Board actually does. Making the Board meetings easier to watch on public access television
might be a step towards people learning more about the County Board. Putman said she would not favor
spending any money to rearrange the desks, but she agreed with Gladney that it is important for the Board
members to be more visible to the public.

MOTION by Putman to review the seating arrangements next month. Motion failed due to lack of a
second. Putman asked Betz to honor her request to include this item on the March agenda. Betz agreed to do
so.

OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business.

Betz designated agenda items VII A 2, VII A 3, VII A 5, and Vlll C, D, E, & G for the consent agenda.

FINANCIAL IMPACT OF HOUSE BILL 303

The Illinois Association of County Board Members has provided a legislative alert with regard to House
Bill 303, which is included in the Legislative Report section of the Agenda for your March 7th

, 2007
meeting. I am writing to provide you with specific information of the financial impact of this legislation
on Champaign County.

• In FY2006, the County paid for 13,160 juror days at a total of$131,600.
• The proposed legislation would require the County to pay the minimum wage for 8 hours for

each day a juror serves. The minimum wage effective on July 1,2007 will be $7.50/hour.
• Based on 13,160 juror days, the increase required to the County's budget to cover the juror

fees as proposed by House Bill 303 is $658,000.
• This is an increase of 2.2% to the entire General Corporate Fund budget, which would

probably have to be absorbed by implementing cuts in other areas of the budget.

Please consider this information as you review the legislative alert regarding House Bill 303.

LEGISLATIVE ALERT! Action Needed.

HOUSE BILL 303 (Juror Wage)

Rep. Jack Franks (D-Woodstock) has introduced a bill that would provide grand and petit
jurors minimum wage pay for eight hours of work for each day they are in court. House Bill 303
is a State unfunded mandate that would have a substantial fiscal impact on counties.

Currently, jurors receive $4 per day in first class counties (pop. under 25,000), $5 per day in
second class counties (pop. 25,000 to 1,000,000), and $10 per day in third class counties (pop.
exceeding 1,000,000), or a higher amount as fixed by the county board. The fiscal impact of
House Bill 303 can be calculated by looking at the total number of juror days multiplied by the
minimum wage. "Juror days" is defined as the number of jurors who reported times the number
of days they reported. The current minimum wage is $6.50 an hour or $52 for eight hours of
work, but recent legislation will raise this amount to $7.50 an hour for eight hours in July 2007.
The rate will increase by another $0.25 per hour each July in 2008, 2009, and 2010. Simply
stated, House Bill 303 would raise juror pay by around 600 percent.

Rep. Franks has indicated that he may call the bill tomorrow in the Local Government
Committee which is scheduled to convene at 2:00 p.m.

If your State Representative is a member of the House Local Government Committee,
please contact him or her today and ask for a "NO VOTE" on House Bill 303. IACBMC
also urges county boards to recommend a resolution opposing the legislation.

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Education funding bills target taxes

Sen. James Meeks and Rep. David Miller are
spearheading identical pieces of legislation to revamp
Illinois' education funding system. Senate Bill 750 and
House Bill 750 are designed to remove the burden of
education funding from property taxpayers by raising
the individual income tax rate in Illinois from 3 percent
to 5 percent and the corporate income tax from 4.8
percent to 8 percent - hikes of 66 percent. The plan
also calls for an expansion of the state sales tax to
include consumer services and for $2.7 billion in
property tax relief. All school districts across the state
would get an increase in funding.

SUPPORTERS CLAIM THE MEASURE WOULD:
Generate $5 billion a year in net revenue;
Provide more than $700 million in funding each year to downstate schools;
Establish a reliable method to payoff the state's pension debt through a flat­
dollar amount (min. $3 billion) paid annually over a 50-year period.

Even if the proposal wins approval in the Senate and House it may be dead
on arrival because Gov. Rod Blagojevich has been clear in his opposition to
raise income taxes or sales taxes. Sen. Meeks believes enough votes could be
obtained to overrride a potential veto by the Governor.

Madigan looks to move '08 primary
Proposal would give Illinois more clout in the election

House Speaker Michael Madigan has introduced legislation to move Illinois'
2008 presidential primary election from mid-March to early February. House
Bill 426 amends the Election Code and changes the general primary election
from the third Tuesday in March to the first Tuesday in February in even-num­
bered years. Holding the primary February 5 instead of March 18 would enable
the state to exert greater influence in choosing a president and clearly benefit
Illinois presidential candidates.

If enacted into law, Illinois would join Iowa, New Hampshire, Nevada and
South Carolina as states with early presidential primaries or caucuses. Both
Democrat and Republican lawmakers have had mixed responses to the bill.
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The Illinois House and Senate will
return to regular session on Wednesday,
Feb. 21. This report highlights bills
introduced in the General Assembly
of interest to counties. Readers are
reminded the list is not all-inclusive,
nor is this a roster of bills favored or
opposed by the Association.

CHILD PORNOGRAPHY FINE
Status: Criminal Law Committee
Provides that an additional fine of $500
shall be imposed upon a person convict­
ed of child pornography. The additional
fines shall be distributed to the unit of
local government whose law enforce­
ment officers investigated the case

HB 183 (Dunn)
OPEN MEETINGS ACT - VACATION
Status: Executive Committee
Adds "vacation" to the list of reasons
why a public body may permit a member
in excess of the quorum to attend by
other means than physical presence.

HB 187 (Winters)
MOTOR FUEL TAX LAW
Status: Local Government Committee
Makes changes to the allocation of the
tax receipts. Provides that a proportional
allotment of tax receipts shall be made
for any road district based on the rate
extended by the district. Sets forth allo­
cation procedures for DuPage County.

HB 210 (Sacia)
OPEN MEETINGS ACT
Slatus: Slate Gov!. Admin. Committee
Prohibits a public body, during a meeting
other than a special meeting for a bona­
fide emergency, from voting on an item
that was not included in the agenda that
was posted for that meeting.

Provides that the chief county assess­
ment officer may not collect a fee of
more than $0.20 per parcel for furnish­
ing certain documents related to valua­
tion complaints if those documents are
furnished in electronic format.
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HB 303 (Franks)

Committee
Provides that grand and petit jurors
shall receive an amount equal to
minimum wage for 8 hours of work
for each day of necessary atten­
dance at court as jurors (now,
jurors receive $4 per day in first
class counties, $5 per day in sec­
ond class counties, and $10 per
day in third class counties, or a
higher amount as fixed by the
county board).

TELECOM STRUCTURE REG.
Provides that a county may not regu­
late the location of the facilities of a
telecommunications carrier if the carrier
is adding to an existing structure.

SB 263 (Koehler)
AIRPORT AUTHORITY - PEORIA
Creates the Greater Metropolitan
Airport Authority. Provides that the
territory of the Authority shall be coter­
minous with the boundaries of Peoria
County. Provides that the existing
airport authority located within Peoria
County is dissolved, and the Greater
Metropolitan Airport Authority shall
assume the rights to all property,
assets, and liabilities of the dissolved
authority.

SB 333 (Cullerton)
RECREATION LAND USE
Amends the Recreational Use of Land
and Water Areas Act. Provides that the
definition of "recreational or conserva­
tion purpose" includes conservation,
resource management, exercise, edu­
cation, relaxation or pleasure (at pres­
ent, hunting or recreational shooting).
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SB 334 (Lauzen)
COUNTY IMPACT FEES
With referendum approval, authorizes
countywide impact fees on developers in
Kendall, Boone, DeKalb, and Grundy
counties.

SB 342 (Forby)
SHAWNEETOWN PORT DISTRICT
Expands the territory of the Shawnee­
town Regional Port District to include
certain territory in Saline County and
Williamson County.

SB 343 (Risinger)
COUNTIES CODE
Provides that, with respect to a County
Bridge Fund, Matching Tax Fund, and a
Motor Fuel Tax Fund, the county auditor
in a county under township organization
containing over 75,000 inhabitants and
the county clerk in each other county
may, but is not required to, keep an
account that is otherwise required to be
kept by the county treasurer.

SB 345 (Peterson)
COUNTIES CODE
In a Section that authorizes a county to
impose a sales tax for public safety or
transportation purposes, revises the
language of the referendum imposing
the tax. Allows the county to include a
sunset provision for the tax.

SB 404 (Demuzio)
EMERGENCY SERVICES IMMUNITY
Amends the Emergency Medical
Services (EMS) Systems Act and the
Good Samaritan Act. Provides for civil
immunity for an agency, organization, or
individual who sponsors, authorizes, sup­
ports, finances, or supervises the training
of persons in the use of automated exter­
nal defibrillators, first aid, or aquatic skills
(in addition to cardiopulmonary resuscita­
tion) in a course which compiles with rec­
ognized standards of the American Red
Cross, the American Heart Association,
or Ihe National Safety Council

SB 416 (Dillard)
ELECTION CODE
Makes the minimum nomination petition
signature requirement for county offices
0.05% of the number of voters in a
certain category or 500, whichever is
greater (now, 0.5% of the number of
voters in a certain category).
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SB 488 (Jacobs)
IMRF - PROBATION OFFICERS
Makes county probation officers
eligible for the sheriffs law enforce­
ment employee (SLEP) formula.
Allows these probation officers to
convert non-SLEP service as a
probation officer into SLEP credit
by paying the difference in employ­
ee contributions plus interest;
waives the interest if payment is
made within one year. Allows a
participating municipality to phase
in the costs of converting the serv­
ice with payments over 5 years.

SB 644 (Deleo) and
HB 1032 (Phelps)
IMRF - CORONERS SlEP
Provides an elected or appointed
coroner may elect to participate in
the Fund as a sheriff's law enforce­
ment employee (SLEP). Allows
conversion of prior service.

SB 420 (Hultgren)
OPEN MEETINGS ACT
Provides that the a-mail distribution of
materials for the individual use of a pub­
lic body's members is not a violation of
the Act Makes other changes with
respect to public bodies with statewide
jurisdiction and per diem payments.

SB 458 (J. Jones)
LOCAL FIREARMS REGULATION
Invalidates local ordinances and resolu­
tions that regulate firearms legal for
hunting under the Wildlife Code.

SB 500 (Cullerton)
SMOKE FREE ILLINOIS ACT
Prohibits smoking in public places,
places of employment, and governmen­
tal vehicles.

SB 501 (Forby)
CRIMINAL CODE OF 1961
Provides that the provisions of any ordi­
nance or resolution of a unit of local gov­
ernment that impose restrictions or limi­
tation on the acquisition, possession,

transportation, storage, purchase, sale
or other dealing in rifles and shotguns,
and ammunition, components, acces­
sories, and accoutrements of rifles and
shotguns other than those imposed by
the statute concerning the unlawful
possession of firearms and firearm
ammunition are void.

SB 511 (Cullerton)
INFORMATION TECH. ACCESS
Requires the State and units of local
government to make their visual-based,
electronic information technology
accessible to blind and visually
impaired employees, program partici­
pants, and the public through the use of
nonvisual technology.

SB 567 (Cullerton)
COOK COUNTY TAX ADMIN.
Creates the Office of Tax Administration
within the office of the Cook County
treasurer for the purpose of consolidat­
ing all functions of county government
related to tax administration, except
those functions exercised by the county
recorder.

SB 610 (Wilhelmi)
IMRF INCREASE FORMULA
Provides that, by filing a resolution or
ordinance with the Fund, an employer
may increase the regular retirement for­
mula to 2.25% of final earnings for the
first 15 years of service and 2.5% of
final earnings for each additional year
of service, for service earned on or
after the filing of the resolution or ordi­
nance. For service earned before the
filing of the resolution or ordinance,
authorizes augmentation of the old
retirement formula by payment of a
specified contribution, Increases the
normal employee contribution rate for
employees of an employer that files a
resolution or ordinance to increase the
regular retirement formula.

SB 636 (Syverson)
LANDLORD FILING FEES
Amends the Clerks of Courts Act.
Provides that the filing fees for land­
lords and tenants, varying by county
population size, are reduced: a plain­
tiff's filing fee is a minimum of $5 and a
maximum of $165 (at present, $10
minimum and $335 maximum) and a
defendant's appearance filing fee is a
minimum of $5 and a maximum of
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$40 (at present, $10 minimum and $90
maximum).

SB 656 (Hunter)
DEPT. OF PUBLIC HEALTH POWERS
With respect to delegation of duties,
changes "county and multiple county
boards of health" to "local health authori­
ties" Nothing precludes a local health
authority from exercising authority grant­
ed by statute or ordinances absent a
delegation from the Department.

SB 677 (Millner)
STATE'S ATTORNEY FEE
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections.
Provides that an additional fee of 30% of
the delinquent amount is to be charged
to the offender for any amount of the
fine, fee, cost, restitution, or judgment of
bond forfeiture or installment of the fine,
fee, cost, restitution, or jUdgment of
bond forfeiture that remains unpaid after
the time fixed for payment by the court
Provides that the additional fee shall be
payable to the State's Attorney in order
to compensate the State's Attorney for
costs incurred in collecting the delin­
quent amount.

SB 721 (J. Jones)
FIREARM REGULATION
Provides that a unit of local government,
including a home rule unit, may not reg­
ulate the transportation of firearms and
may not regulate the transportation of
ammunition, components, accessories,
or accoutrements for firearms.

SB 744 (Murphy)
STATE'S ATTORNEYS FEES
Authorizes the State's Attorneys in coun­
ties under 3.000,000 population to charge
a fee of $10 in certain cases when the
court enters an order of supervision.

SB 1158 (Bond)
IMRF - UNFUNDED LIABILITIES
Provides that specified unfunded liabili­
ties of participating municipalities shall
be spread Over the remainder of the
period that is allowable under generally
accepted accounting principles, except
that the employer may provide for a
longer period by adopting a resolution or
ordinance specifying a 40-year period
and submitting a certified copy of the
ordinance or resolution to the fund.
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SB 1163 (Martinez)
COUNTIES CODE
Repeals Sections creating and establish­
ing the Board of the Dept. of Corrections.
Provides that the Sheriff shall appoint
the Director of the Dept. of Corrections
with the advice and consent of the
county board (instead of from a list of
nominations by the Board of the Dept. of
Corrections.

SB 1182 (Harmon)
COUNTY CIGARETTE TAX
Amends the Counties Code. Adds a
Section concerning an optional county
cigarette tax.

SB 1252 (Clayborne)
PTELL EXEMPT PENSIONS
Amends the PTELL Code. Exempts,
from the definition of "aggregate exten­
sion", all contributions to a pension fund
created under Article 3, Article 4, or
Article 7 of the Illinois Pension Code.

SB 1255 (Noland)
JOB PRESERVATION ACT OF 2007
Provides that companies that lose 100 or
more employees due to outsourcing of
jobs are ineligible to receive procure­
ment contracts with the State and units
of local government and to receive gov­
ernment grants, loans, or tax incentives.

SB 1261 (Jacobs)
PROPERTY TAX CODE
Deletes a provision that the county board
may declare the office of county collector
vacant if the county collector fails to
account for and pay over taxes and pro­
vides that the office may be declared
vacant by the circuit court of the judicial
circuit in which the county seat is located
and in which suit is brought on the
collector's official bond.

SB 1262 (Clayborne)
ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION ACT
Provides that moneys from the local
fund, containing revenues from fees, sur­
charges, or taxes collected for perma­
nent disposal of solid waste, may be
transferred to the county general fund, of
the county in which the fees were
collected, for public safety expenditures
including, county jail operations, jail con­
struction and renovations, and sheriff
patrol functions if the local fund exceeds
$4,000,000 for 4 consecutive years and
the county board approves the transfer.

SB 1290 (Harmon)
COUNTIES CODE
Provides that, in any sheriff's office with
a collective bargaining agreement cov­
ering the employment of department
personnel, disciplinary measures shall
be reviewable through arbitration, and
the Sheriff may act to remove, demote,
or suspend personnel without filing
charges with the Merit Commission.

5B 1291 (Cullerton)
MOTOR FUEL TAX LAW
Imposes an additional tax of $0.06
cents per gallon on motor fuel, special
fuel and diesel fuel sold in Illinois. The
proceeds of this tax must be deposited
into the 8,000# Road Improvement
Fund and distributed to municipalities,
counties and township road districts for
the purpose of improving roads and
streets. Increases from $15,000,000 to
$30,000,000, the amount appropriated
for counties for the use of road districts
for the construction of bridges 20 feet
or more in length.

SB 1301 (Cullerton)
PUBLIC LABOR RELATIONS ACT
With respect to provisions applicable to
security employees, peace officers, fire
fighters, and paramedics, includes
emergency service support staff.

SB 1313 (Silverstein)
COUNTY CODE - AUTOPSY
Provides that a dissection or autopsy
shall not be performed, nor shall toxi­
cology samples be drawn, if the coro­
ner has reason to believe that the dis­
section or autopsy is contrary to the
religious beliefs of the deceased per­
son. Creates an exception for cases
involving a compelling public necessity.

SB 1354 (Clayborne)
PROPERTY TAX CODE
Provides that the registration for a tax
sale must be accompanied by a deposit
in an amount determined by the county
collector, but not to exceed $250 in
counties with less than 50,000 inhabi­
tants or $500 in all other counties,
which shall be applied to the amount
due on the properties that the registrant
has purchased. If the registrant does
not participate in the sale, the deposit is
forfeited to the Tax Sale Automation
Fund.
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SB 725 (Halvorson)
COUNTY AUDITOR STIPEND
Provides that any county auditor
who takes office on or after the
effective date of this Act shall re­
ceive an annual stipend of $6,500.

SB 1504 (Forby)
ASSESSORS STIPEND
Provides for an annual stipend of
$6,500 for each supervisor of
assessments.

SB 1362 (Clayborne)
PROPERTY TAX CODE
Provides that the county collector may
assess, to the purchaser of property for
delinquent taxes, an automation fee of
not more than $20 (now, $10) per parcel
if automated bidding systems are
employed at the tax sale.

SB 1412 (Jacobs)
REGIONAL PLANNING ACT
Imposes a fee on counties and munici­
palities within the planning area of
CMAP to be used to promote compre­
hensive land use and transportation
planning. Provides for the General
Assembly to match the fees.

SB 1422 (Sullivan)
EPA - NPDES PERMIT FEE
Provides that the EPA shall (now, may)
adopt rules to administer the NPDES
permit fee program. Provides that the
Agency shall at a minimum include pro­
visions pertaining to an annual payment
schedule and an interest-free quarterly
payment schedule.

SB 1440 (Sandoval)
FOlD CARD ACT
Creates the Community Policing Grant
Fund to provide grants to local law
enforcement for community policing pro­
grams. Moneys in the Fund shall be dis­
tributed proportionately in each county
based upon the fees collected from the
issuance of FOlD Cards to residents of
that county. Increases the fee for the
issuance of a FOlD Card from $5 to $10.
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IACBMC introduces legislation regarding
manufactured homes

zations. Contains provisions concerning
equal rights, freedom of speech and
assembly, protection of the right to sue,
and safeguards against improper disci­
plinary actions.

SB 1750 (Schoenberg)
PROPERTY TAX CODE - PTELL
Provides that the definition of "recovered
tax value" include the equalized assessed
values recovered upon the termination of
a redevelopment project that was estab­
lished under the Economic Development
Project Area Increment Act of 1995.

Senate Bill 1273 sponsored by Sen.
James Clayborne creates the Manufactured
Home Installation Act. It provides that a
manufactured home installed on private
property that is not a mobile home park must
be installed so that it rests wholly on a
permanent foundation.

Currently, there are different definitions and accepted understandings
within Illinois law as to what constitutes and is a permanent foundation. It is
difficult to interpret and enforce laws pertaining to property and local services
taxes when using different definitions from different statutes governed by dif­
ferent departments of state government. Manufactured homes are currently
treated as personal, rather than real, property. Senate Bill 1273 will establish
a uniform definition of "permanent foundation" and provide long-overdue tax
equity among Illinois' homeowners.

SB 1659 (Brady)
ORGAN DONOR LEAVE ACT
Provides that units of local government
must provide the same leave benefits to
their employees as those now provided
to State employees.

Thank you so much for the opportunity to provide feedback on any
strategic plans the County Board is considering. I have to reiterate firmly that I do
not agree with any plan which dissolves County offices. I know that upon close
inspection, you will find that these offices function well, are streamlined and
provide the Champaign County citizenry with a well balanced representative
governing body. Although the argument that these are non-political offices has
cycled several times during my ten years with the County, we must remember
that although our daily functions are not political our tenure is decided by the
taxpayers and populace that we serve. To diminish the voter's ability to freely
choose who manages their local offices would be a grave injustice to the
democratic process within our County.

Throughout the past years, we as county officials have had to revamp our
budgeting format to include many of the areas that are included in the attached
10 point strategic plan. I believe that a county wide plan that looks to the future
will be beneficial for everyone. I would stress the importance of including within
the structure of long term planning a view to the upkeep of current structures in
conjunction with planning for new capital projects. The Brookens Administrative
Center has suffered in juxtaposition to the new capital building projects
undertaken by the County. Our flooring is over 10 years old and has never been
maintained. Ceilings are water spotted and stained, leading to mold growth. Our
walls and doors have not been painted or maintained, they are marked, scuffed
and filthy. We have no hot water for washing our hands or utensils. We have no
security, although as governmental bodies we face many of the same safety
issues as the courthouse.

The structure of the County Board, as well as redistricting, is a topic with
which I have no personal experience. I do know that our County Board is larger
than many comparable counties. A determination as to whether that is positive or
negative should, perhaps, be decided by those that are represented. The size
and structure of the County Board is, in my opinion, less important than the ability
and capability of those chosen to govern effectively. A 27 member board that
sets party politics aside will be more efficient than a smaller board ruled by
biases and partisan politics.

The County Administrative Services department structure is a well
balanced and well functioning system. The County Administrator's schedule is
grueling as it currently stands; to disrupt this careful and thoughtful balance of
duties and responsibilities seems irresponsible. The symbiotic relationship
between the County Administrators and the various county departments is not
only beneficial but sensible. We have a fiduciary responsibility to the people of
Champaign County to provide a system of government that has as its foundation
responsive and representative government leadership. Changing of the well
balanced roles filled by the County Administrators would, in my opinion, be fool­
hardy.

Ideas, Issues, & Priorities for Consideration in the Development ofa County Board Strategic
Plan

I. When ballot propositions are used they should be done in November general elections
in even years so as to maximize participation by the public and they should be on
substantive not structural issues. E.g. structure would be size of board, single vs.
multi member etc whereas substantive would be whether county should repeal tax
caps, whether county should become home rule. There should in fact be a serious
discussion by the committee of Home Rule as an option and Repeal of Tax Caps.

II. There needs to be discussion of unification ofCUPHD with Champaign County
Health Department. The current system is inefficient and while cooperation takes
place it would be unnecessary in a unified district. The special grant from the county
could be eliminated in a unified system. We need to know step by step the process
such a change would require and have the steps put in layperson terms.

III. Several Advisory referendums might be useful (assuming the county can have
advisory referendums) a. Should Champaign County enact a smoking ordinance
prohibiting smoking in all public buildings/ bars/ etc? Should the County enact a
