MEMORANDUM

I. Auditor'sConcerns with Proposed RPC Policy

As previously stated, I cannot support the adoption of the proposed RPC Purchasing Policy,

as it is written. There are four primary areas of concern for me, regarding the proposed policy:

1. Too much authority is given to the RPC Chief Executive Officer, with too little oversight.

• The CEO is given the authority to implement the purchasing policy. (IV.A.)

• The CEO is given the sole discretion to determine when an emergency exists that

allows the exemption of all provisions of the RPC policy. There is no County Board

or even RPC oversight of this authority; merely notification of Regional Planning

Commissioners, after the fact.

• The CEO defines an exceptional circumstance, allowing purchases outside the

established policy. The CEO also makes the final determination for forwarding

such exceptions to the Commission for approval.

• The CEO is authorized to spend up to $350 per item on such goods as food, non­

alcoholic beverages, gifts, and awards, in order to improve working conditions,

employer-employee relations, employee morale, and employee performance.

2. An "emergency" purchase is defined too broadly.

• Current County Board policy limits emergency purchases to those which "ensure

public health and safety, protect public property, and to limit County liability."

Such purchases are subject to the final approval of the County Board.



• Proposed RPC policy would allow emergency exceptions for all of the same

reasons, plus "to satisfy funding agency requirements and the associated provision

of client services in a timely and responsive manner." As noted above, such

purchases are at the discretion of the CEO, with mere notification of the RPC

required.

3. The elected County Board is denied any oversight over RPC purchasing. It is important

that elected officials have final say over how public funds are spent, even if the bulk of

those funds do not originate from the Champaign County Board.

4. Gifts, food, etc. are allowed for a variety of reasons, including employee morale. Such

items may cost up to $350 and may be purchased at the sole discretion of the CEO.

This creates too great an opportunity for abuse.

II. Benefitsof Proposed RPC Policy

Despite these concerns, I do recognize the policy provides some relief from problems

currently experienced by the RPC under the existing County policy. Generally speaking, the

policy provides two major benefits:

1. It elevates the authority of the RPC Board and eliminates redundancies in the current

system of County oversight. Currently, proposed exceptions to the purchasing policy

made by the RPC must go through the RPC Board, then ELUC, then the County Board.

Even if one accepts that final authority over RPC purchases should remain with the

County Board, there is no reason to require prior approval by two "parent" committees.

2. The proposed policy recognizes the demands and allowances made by the RPC's

granting agencies, and provides exceptions to the policy in accordance with granting

agency regulations. Failure to accommodate the guidelines and regulations of the

various granting agencies that fund the majority of RPC activities is the biggest

weakness with the current County purchasing policy.



III. Options

While I've tried to limit my analysis of this proposal to aspects affecting auditing and

financial oversight, deciding how best to proceed is ultimately a question of policy, properly

determined by the County Board.

Accordingly, the Board and its Policy Committee have four main options to choose from:

1. Adopt the proposed RPC purchasing policy, as drafted.

2. Amend the proposed RPC policy to address the Auditor's concerns, raised in Section 1.

3. Amend the existing County Board purchasing policy to incorporate the benefits of the

proposed RPC policy, described in Section II, without adopting an entirely separate

policy for RPC.

4. Reject the proposed RPC purchasing policy, and make no amendment to the County

Board purchasing policy.

IV. Recommendation

All departments currently under the authority of the County Board are subject to the

existing purchasing policy. While the RPC has some issues unique to its operations, the County

Board purchasing policy is written to have the flexibility to adapt to such unique issues. My

recommendation is to continue to work within the existing purchasing policy.

If, as a matter of policy, Board members believe the current policy is not responsive

enough to RPC needs, then I would recommend Option #3. The enclosed attachment contains

proposed language to that effect.

If, as a matter of policy, Board members believe the current policy is sufficient to

address the needs of the RPC in the future, as it has been for many years previously, then I

would recommend Option #4.
